Thatdrtksrecognize

are without. For instance, let’s look at family #2. We know that Lycoming makes the 0-23& & tidgur

cylinder engine. If they were to make a six cylinder engine using the same chlgadks as the 0-235, it

would have a displacement of 352 cu in. So far as | know, this engine is not available. But we do know that
Lycoming could make one. Look at family #5. We do know that Continental makes the six cylinder 0-470,
but the 0-313 is not to my knowledge available. Look at family # 7. | didn’t recognize the 0-346 as a
manufactured engine, but as | was going through Trade-a-Plane one day, there wasSkippec listed

with this engine. | don’t think there are too many of them, but cylinder heads should be realdibjeafa

them, if you have one, since | would bet the heads from an 0-520 would fit.

The newest engine shown above is the Continental 0-240. The Continental six cylinder 0-360 hmas been i
production for a long time, so it was a natural for Continental to bring out the 0-240.

The above information ignores other factors such as angle valves and geared engjisiesplly a look at
engines using simple arithmetic.

Another thing has happened recently to engine displacements. That is boring and strdkiugh/this has
been done forever in auto engines, it is not all that common in aircraft engines, whbigyetumps
displacement. But one of the clone makers of the Lyc 0-360 has forged a larger crankskathblare
boring and stroking this engine to come out with an 0-390. I've seen it advertised in Kit Blainésis still
in the same family as the 0-360.

Also note that when one talks about an 0-360, this could be either the six cylinder Cont or théniderr cyl
Lyc.
