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Oshkosh Fly Out 2008

Since December of last year I have been talking with many of you, anyone that would listen actually, about an EAA 124 group fly out to Oshkosh for 2008.  Many of you have indicated interest in undertaking such a trip.  With only few short months before the expected departure date, I thought it time for me to put a few of my ideas down on paper so that you could at least see what I have in mind.

Firstly, the purpose of flying one’s self to the “big show” is all about the trip.  It is not cheaper or quicker; it is simply about enjoying the experience of flying one’s self half way across our country and enjoying the freedom we have to go where and see what we wish.  And, it goes without saying, enjoying the camaraderie of like minded friends.

Secondly, nothing is finalized; except of coarse the dates for the “big show” which are: opens on Monday, July 28th and run seven days through Sunday, Aug. 3rd.  Beyond the show dates noted above, I have few firm plans, only a lot of ideas.

I would prefer to arrive at Whitman Field (OSH) early on July 26th, which is Saturday morning.  By doing so, arrival is during a time before the mass arrivals and ensuing pandemonium begin and will assure a much better parking spot for the week.  Another advantage is being on the ground to observe the mass arrival antics of Saturday and Sunday afternoons.  For those who wish to volunteer, there are opportunities to lend a hand as the field is made ready for opening day.

There are many different routes to be contemplated by our group in the weeks before we depart.  I have flown the more or less direct route a few times and, what I call the northern route in the Champ a few years ago.  Let me take just a moment to catalog a few of the things I have seen while flying these trips in the hope that you will know of other points of interest and will share these ideas with everyone.  

Some of northern route points of interest are: Evergreen Aviation & Space Museum (Spruce Goose), Columbia River Gorge, Priest Lake (grass strip & camping with hot showers and a great restaurant), Columbia River canyon out of Kalispell, Lake Sakakawea, and Mississippi River (hard to miss no mater which route).  The northern route allows passage at the lowest elevation.  I made it through this route in the Champ and only saw 7000’ once as we crossed the Continental Divide.

The direct route has its own collection of interesting sights.  Some I know of are: historic continental rail road route and Promontory Summit, more mines than you can count, Great Salt Lake, remnants of the wagon trail routes, Devils Tower, Custer State Park, Mount Rushmore & Crazy Horse Memorials (the later is under construction), Badlands National Park, the Mississippi River, to name but a few.

Let me also add that it is not required that we all follow the same route or timing.  Each pilot and crew is free to go their own way exploring what ever they wish.

The departure date will be set after we have an idea of what the group wishes to see and how many hours per day will be dedicated to flying.  As a starting idea I am thinking of departing SR on Monday, July 21st with the idea being to arrive at either Brodhead for the Pientenpol Fly-in or at Portage, WI on Friday, July 25th.  Both are only a short flight to OSH allowing for the early morning arrival.

That is all I have at this time, so bring your ideas and let’s talk it up and get this thing rolling!

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THE TRIGGER

It has often been said of homebuilders that the passion we have for aviation exists not only for flying, but for the airplane itself.  For many, the esthetics of the craft, the building of it, the satisfaction that we derive from actually creating a flying machine overshadows the pleasures of flying.  Although flying is certainly a great part of the joy that compels us to do what we do.  I personally know of those quiet moments when one just simply sits perusing one’s creation, admiring the lines, thinking of all the days, months, and years, and the sweat and effort that one has expended to put it all together.  It’s a good and special feeling, knowing that you’ve succeeded, and what was once perhaps only a passing thought, is now, through your own efforts, a reality.
But what started it all?  Somewhere, during one’s development, there had to have been an incident, a happening, maybe even an epiphany, that triggered this love for this avocation of ours.  I would bet that most EAAers can roll back the years in their mind’s eye and actually pinpoint the exact time of that momentous occurrence.  For some it might have been that first flight into the blue.  For others it could be the first time that they saw an airplane flying overhead.  But whatever it might have been, it was an event that, for some reason, reached far down into your very soul and stayed there, probably forever.

In my case, I can tell you precisely, and in exact detail, what my “trigger” was.  To begin with, let me put the era in which this happened in its proper context.  I was four years old when Lindberg made his solo flight across the Atlantic, and I remember nothing of its occurrence.  However, by the time I was six or seven, about 1929 or 1930, I was quite aware of what happened, as the story of this momentous event was still being spoken of by everyone and was common knowledge to anyone who could hear, regardless of one’s age.  I knew that it was something big and to be reckoned with, but the thought of flying and airplanes was still as alien to me as the string theory is to me now.  But something happened along about that time that changed my thinking forever more.

My father had brought me home a present.  It was one of those ubiquitous model airplanes that the Japanese were exporting in great numbers.  One could buy then in almost any drug store that sold toys, and they were to be seen hanging in most any store that sold sundries.  They were cleverly made of thin wire, lightly soldered together to form a model that would roughly resemble the Spirit of St. Louis.  The covering was of silk and doped to form a tight surface.  They were rubber powered, with a motor that was too short and too thick so that only a few winds could be imparted, thereby insuring a non-flight.  But to me, it was beautiful.  Actually, in retrospect, one would realize that the thing was probably tail heavy and improperly trimmed, and, of course, I didn’t have the knowledge to know that, or to fix it.  Nevertheless, I’d wind it up as tightly as I dared, give it a push to get it going, and then watch helplessly as it swooped upward, stall, and flop back to the ground and sit there quivering as the rubber motor wound itself out.  It never did really fly.  But that’s what it took to start me on this road that has claimed my thoughts and energies for almost 80 years…this magnificent obsession that has given me so much pleasure for so long…RG
