| decided to make my own envelope for covering my 1959 Champion, because | was
told by the instructor of afabric seminar | attended, that the commercially available
envel opes were not very good. | was alittle nervous about this, but | had a half
semester of sewing in the eighth grade. (It was mandatory.) So even though that was
almost 50 years ago, | figured | could still sew a straight line. It took me a day or so,
but I managed to stitch together an envelope. How good an envelope was yet to be
determined...

When | glued it on and began to use theiron at 250 deg F to begin to shrink the fabric,
everything was going pretty well. It wastightening up nicely. However, one place on
the top of the fuselage had alot of gathered fabric and | began to doubt that | had
enough shrinkage remaining in the fabric to take up the considerable slack. 1 left this
areatill last, hoping that the shrinking remainder would pull out some of the gather.
Finally, the moment of truth came. | stepped up on my step ladder and began ironing
the limp, sagging area. The sags persisted. | began to think the worst. | might haveto
strip off the envelope and sew another. Thiswas not a happy thought. In desperation, |
turned the iron up to 350 deg F, the maximum shrinking temperature. | ironed away at
all that l[impness. No dice. Infact | couldn't see any change at all. Now, | began to get
alittle suspicious. | felt theiron. Sure enough, it was not hot enough. | stepped down
off the stool and |ooked over at the plug. It must have come partially lose while
reaching up to the highest point on the fuselage. | plugged it back in and it shrunk just
fineat 250 deg F.
