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     We left Windsor a little after 9 PM Sunday night headed for the Mojave Airport.  I’d used Mapquest.com to calculate 
our travel time and since they were not going to open the parking lot until 3 AM Monday morning there was little use in 
getting an earlier start.  With a stop for a late dinner it turned out we pulled into Mojave a little after four in the 
morning.  Highway 58 now bypasses town to the north and we were able to take that out to an airport frontage road 
(Exit 172 for those who may want to go in the future.)  This worked really well as we bypassed most of the crowds 
coming from the south and were not in any traffic until actually on the airport. 
 
     By the time we got parked, bought souvenir tee-shirts, and were ready to walk to the flight line there were folks 
standing several deep near the arrival end of runway 30.  We staked out a spot further down about where Space Ship 
One eventually would touchdown.  I had somehow misremembered the time things would start to happen as 6 AM and 
when that came and went with a still stiff breeze blowing, I began to get a little worried things might be delayed.  About 
6:15 the public address system came to life and shortly afterward they announced all was go for a 6:30 taxi and liftoff of 
the White Knight at about 6:45.  I was still worried as there was still a stiff and gusty breeze blowing, however, it turned 
out that one of the helicopters circling the field earlier had been up checking the wind and the only place it seemed to be 
blowing was right at Mojave… and there it was right down the runway with almost no crosswind component. 
 
     At 6:30 the first of three chase planes taxied to the end of runway 30 and departed.  The low level chase was flown 
by an Extra 300, mid level by a Gulfstream Starship, and upper level chase was flown by Paul Allen’s Alphajet.  The 
first two took off, then came White Knight and Space Ship One looking like an alien version of Kanga and Roo.  They 
took off about 6:45 and began climbing to ~50,000 ft.  We followed them with the video camera for a while and then it 
became too difficult to hold the camera while tracking them as they continued to climb.  Not needing an hour to climb 
to 50,000 ft., the Alphajet taxied out about 7 AM and departed to join up with the circling White Night.  For the next 
forty-five minutes or so it was fun to watch ten thousand people all staring up into the sky while occasionally someone 
would call out “ there they are,”  as the planes alternately were lost in the distance and then brilliantly reflected the early 
morning sun. 
 
     About 7:45 we looked to the eastern horizon and picked up the contrails of the White Night and the Alphajet flying 
directly towards the sun.  About midway between the horizon and the sun a definite smoke trail could be seen and 
everybody gave a brief cheer.  The smoke trail continued into the sun and about an equal distance out the other side.  
When it quit there was an almost unnatural silence as everybody waited for word over the PA.  The first radio call I 
heard was “270,000 and still climbing,”  followed shortly by “316,000.”   That was it until several minutes later when 
two soft booms were heard in rapid succession.  Another brief cheer from the crowd and then everybody waited with 
their eyes to the sky trying to catch the first glimpse of the gliding Space Ship One. 
 
    The contrail from the Alphajet gave away the position of the glider and Space Ship One made one circle of the 
field overhead before gliding to touchdown.  I don’ t know about every one there, but, for me, a mixture of 
amazement, wonder, and exhilaration kind of blots out the next few minutes.  We walked back to the truck where 
Donna discovered we had gotten one of the tee-shirts in the wrong size.  We had successfully exchanged the shirt 
and were asking directions for the drive into Ontario where I’d be working the rest of the week when we realized 
they had towed SpaceShipOne down the runway in front of the crowd.  Ah well, a great photo op missed.  We ate a 
couple of breakfast burritos while waiting for the traffic to clear the parking lot and by 10 AM we were on the road 
heading south.

     The only thing left to do know is repeat the entire exercise later this year when SpaceShipOne goes for the Ansari 
X-prize.  It’ s taken me long enough to type this up that Burt has announced they have solved the problems with the 
control systems and will be attempting three flights within two weeks later this year.  They need to give the X-prize 
folks sixty days notice before the first flight.  That’s plenty of time to re-arrange my work schedule.
